Hunt seat equitation/jumping rules are made specifically for HRCNJ shows &
are based on rules and specs from our surrounding area shows, USEF,
AQHA etc...

1-APPROVED Helmets MUST be worn when jumping

2-All classes are to be judged 70% Rider and 30% Horse.

Rider to be judge on position; seat , hands, leg, control of the horse and ability to
execute the course and or requested gaits.

3-All jump courses will be designed with equitation or hunter specifications.
4-Once gait is chosen for a jJump course you must continue at that gait. Trotting in
corners will NOT be penalized unless other wise specified.

5- All Jumping classes/divisions are Open to all horses and riders. EXCEPTION:
Beginner Riders If you fall into the HRCNJ Beginner Rider specifications, you may
only participate in the Open Crossrails Jumping Division classes offered. You must
work the jump courses at a Trot. Beginners may not cross enter into other jumping
division classes. HRCNJ also offers a separate Beginner Division for Youth and

Adult held in Main Ring (Equitation, Pleasure & Pattern)
6- Martingales are permitted in jumping classes ONLY, NOT Flat.
